
What NOT to bring to camp? 

Sleeping bag / bedding, pillow and towel 

Bible, notebook and pen 

Personal items: soap, shampoo, etc. 

Casual modest clothing: warm and cool clothing, jacket 

 GUYS - no tank tops, no saggy pants or exposed boxers 

 GIRLS - no tank tops, tight shorts, bare midrifts, no tight shirts or short shorts/skirts 

Supplies for Superhero theme day 

Modest swimsuit (one-piece or tankini—no bikinis, please) & beach towel 

Enclosed shoes / boots / tennis shoes 

Flashlight  /  Insect repellant 

Spending money (Giftstore, snacks, free time options —  Ropes Course $10,  

 Rock Climbing Tower $10, Paintball $10 & up) 

Phone calling card (there is no cell service at Sugar Pine) 

Stationery and stamps 

Suntan lotion, sunglasses 

Any necessary medication—please clearly label all medicines (prescriptions/

vitamins, etc.).  Do not send prescription drugs not prescribed to the camper.  

Any camper caught with these items will have the items immediately 

confiscated and may be sent home if Program Director deems necessary. 
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Tobacco, drugs, alcohol 

Stereos, IPods, MP3 players, personal video game systems 

Any inappropriate reading materials or pictures 

Paintballs — Campers may, however, bring paintball guns with permission of group 

leader (stored in vehicles) 

Fireworks, matches, lighters 

Weapons (knives, air-soft guns, etc.)
